Silk Road. We thereby intend to bring
together academics, policy-makers and
practitioners to discuss various topics
of high interest to foreign, development
and security policies.
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ackground: In international politics the state is

deemed to be a stabilising model of organisation.

Regions not permeated by state structures seem to bear
security risks. In this sense, borders and borderlands—being
symbols of both state sovereignty and amplified security
concerns—are particularly delicate areas.

The region: The Amu Darya/Pyanj runs through a periphery
of national influence between Afghanistan, Tajikistan
and Uzbekistan. It is a historically coherent area with a
young history of statehood. Once similar local governance
mechanisms at both banks of the river have been confronted
with state-building processes and have altered under different
national political conditions.
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This is why development trajectories of state building and
local structures stand in the focus of our research. The project
focuses on the relations between state-run institutions and
informal rules. Knowledge on the history and mechanisms
of local governance is indispensable to understand the
development conditions of statehood and the perspectives
for stability in this region.

The studies: The project's analyses will exemplify how
traditional institutions of local communities have evolved
in different state contexts, how they have adapted to
state building processes and how they overlap with state
institutions. These analyses are framed by studies on regional
interactions in past and present.
